For the It’s My Vote: | Will Be Heard campaign, Interbranch Council members have registered
33 women and 21 men. Thanks to Marian Bauer, Marcia Block, Bette Bude, Linda Evans,
Mersine Kallaos, and Pat Shores for registering new voters during a very short period.

PRIORITY:
Support a strong system of public education that promotes gender fairness, equity, and diversity.

Please remember to vote during the midterm election on Tuesday, November 4. AAUW MO supports a NO vote on
Constitutional Amendment 3 because it would take away important local control of schools; base teacher evaluation on
student performance on standardized tests; encourage teachers to teach to the test; and cost districts more. The current
system already allows for removal of poor teachers.

Go to www.ProtectOurLocalSchools.com for more information from a coalition of parents, teachers, principals,
superintendents, and school boards who formed to defeat Amendment 3—a measure that would have a devastating impact on
our schools.

September 14, 2014, was the 20" anniversary of the groundbreaking national Violence Against Women Act. On this date,
VAMA was re-authorized to extend basic protection and services to more survivors. This wasn’'t an easy battle. The
legislation almost didn’t pass and the struggle took two years. If not re-authorized, the law would have continued to overlook
people who are gay, Native American, or immigrant. No new steps to end sexual violence on campus would exist.

It took persistent pressure from grassroots and national advocacy groups to force Congress to pass the bill. AAUW members
from every state fought for these improvements. Advocacy is powerful. The law has changed public attitudes around
domestic violence and sexual assault, and our society is better for it. Remember, standing up for women makes the world
better for everyone.
